contribution. In 2020 we also celebrate the twentieth anniversary of the Reconciliation walks of 2000, when people came
together to walk across bridges and along roads throughout the nation to show their support for a more reconciled Australia. As
always, we stand on the shoulders of those who came before us. Australians now benefit from the efforts and contributions of
people committed to reconciliation in the past.

The 2021 National Reconciliation Week theme, More than a word - Reconciliation takes action, urges the reconciliation
movement towards braver and more impactful action. Each individual has a role to play when it comes to reconciliation, and in
playing our part we collectively build relationships and communities that value Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples,
histories and cultures. At Holy Rosary we acknowledge the DjaDja Wurrung Peoples as the Traditional Custodians of land. We
recognise their long history and culture and continue our commitment to the reconciliation process.

National Reconciliation Week (NRW) is a time for all of us to learn about our shared histories, cultures, and achievements and to
explore how each of us can contribute to achieving reconciliation. Reconciliation must live in the hearts, minds and actions of all
of us as we move forward, creating a community strengthened by respectful relationships between the wider community, and
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples. As a school we continue to build connections and develop our understanding of
our country's indigenous culture and the need for Reconciliation.
